The Lahore Resolution-23rd
March,1940

Commonly known as the Pakistan
Resolution was a politicalresolution,
or statement drafted between 22nd
to 24th March 1940, by the 25-
memberWorking Committee of the
All-India Muslim League, its general
sessionon 23 March 1940, held at
Lahore. Thisresolution asked for
greater Muslim autonomy of Muslim
majority states such as Punjab Bengal
Sindh, NWFP within British India.
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In his 1945 book Pakistan, or The Partition of India, Indian statesman
and Buddhist Bhimrao Ramji Ambedkar wrote a sub-chapter titled"If
Muslims truly and deeply desire Pakistan, their choice ought to be
accepted'. He asserted that, if the Muslims were bent on the creation
of Pakistan, the demand should be conceded in the interest of the
safety of India.
